When supplying your artwork:

Artwork

Please provide all artwork on CD, along with a hard copy. This
enables us to know how you expect the job to finally look, and is
especially important if the final produce involves folds.

Bleed edges
All files are to be provided with a 3 millimetre bleed edge.

Document size

Check that the page size in the 'Page Setup' dialogue box
matches your document size and artwork is centred to sheet for
output.

DPI
Artwork is to be provided at 300dpi. Lineart images items to be
supplied at 600dpi.

Fonts

We hold copies of most fonts, but to ensure correct output we
request your printer fonts to be supplied with the artwork.
Please ensure that all fonts that are used are supplied. In PDF
ensuring they are embedded. Avoid stylizing fonts (Bold, italic
etc) where ever possible in layout applications.

Type of Computer
Please specify the type of computer used to produce your print
job eg. Mac or PC.

Software used

Please state the software used to create the job and related files
eg. QuarkXpress Version 7, InDesign CS etc.

If you can send us a PDF we are able to flow this easily through
our system.

Labels or ‘Read Me’ files

Clearly mark your digital artwork with file name and the name of
your company and the person who created it, or any comments
relating to the job either as written instructions or ‘read me’ files.

Artwork accepted

Quark Xpress

Up to v7.1 documents accepted. Please note we do not accept
Passport files - all Quark documents must be saved as single
language (international english). Ensure all colours used are
either CMYK or spot Pantone - do not use RGB colours or
unspecified colours such as “red” or “blue”. If multiple
documents on one file are supplied, please notify as such when
sending in the file. Always supply all fonts used and if a cutting
line or uv is included on the file, ensure it is set to a separate
spot colour and is on Overprint throughout. Ensure bleeds are
present and are 3mm. Please try to avoid using “stylised” fonts -
ie loading a roman font and using Quark to make it bold. Try to
use genuine bold font versions as stylised fonts do not always
print correctly through postscript rips.
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Adobe Indesign

Up to CS2 versions accepted. Ensure all colours used are either
CMYK or spot Pantone - do not use RGB colours or unspecified
colours such as “red” or “blue”. Always supply all fonts used and
if a cutting line or uv is included on the file, ensure it is set to a
separate spot colour and is on Overprint throughout. Finally
ensure bleeds are present and are 3mm. Again please avoid
using stylised fonts.

Adobe Photoshop

Up to CS2 versions accepted. If supplying picture data,
minimum ppi should be 300. For Bitmap linearts, please ensure
they are at 100% of size used and at 600 ppi. If you are
composing text in photoshop, set ppi to at least 300 (higher if
possible) and please ensure that the text is set to Crisp. We
recommend providing a layered version in case editing is
required. In these cases we would also ask that the font used is
sent alongside the file. Finally ensure bleeds are present and
are 3mm.

Adobe lllustrator

Up to CS2 versions accepted. Ensure all colours used are either
CMYK or spot Pantone - do not use RGB colours or unspecified
colours such as “red” or “blue”. Set Document Raster Effects
setting to 300 dpi to preserve effects at highest quality, and
check Anti-alias and Preserve Spots are on. Always supply all
fonts used and if a cutting line or uv is included on the file,
ensure it is set to a separate spot colour and is on Overprint
throughout. Please try to ensure that the “front” to “back” files
accurately line up to eliminate time moving the artwork into
position. Finally ensure bleeds are present and are 3mm.

Adobe PDF

Up to v7 pdfs accepted. Please use the highest resolution
distilling options file available, and ensure that under Images, all
downsampling is off. This will preserve all possible image data
but will consequently make a larger file. Also ensure that all
fonts used are set to embed. Ensure that PDF bleeds are
present and are 3mm, the file is produced in the centre of the
chosen paper size, and is set to the correct colour space, ie
CMYK or spot Pantones. Any cutting lines or non-printing
guides must be set in a spot colour and set to overprint
throughout. Image data must be minimum 300 ppi for CMYK
and Grayscale, and 600ppi for lineart.

Page order notes

Irrespective of what program, please ensure you supply in a
format that can be split into individual pages for printing
imposition. For example, do not artwork 2 A4’s such as
sequential pages in a publication as one A3 sheet - this makes it
difficult to separate the left from the right. Artworking the same 2
pages as side by side A4’s enables correct imposition without
unnecessary delays.
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
